I. Introduction.

A. Before 9-11, our vocabulary has changed in America with such words as;

1. Jihadis 
2. Infidels/Kafirs.  

3. Sharia.  

4. Caliphate
5. Taqiyya.   

6. Dhimmitude.  
B. No one could image the magnitude of the 9-11 attacks and even now after 5 years most of us here tonight can’t imagine a Terrorist attack here in Las Cruces, NM.

1. Peter has warned of the coming fiery trail to come and doesn’t want them to think it couldn’t happen to them.

C. Peter gives Christians three important admonitions in order to glorify God during the coming difficult times.

1. Be Humble. (5:5-7)

2. Be Watchful. (5:8-9)

3. Be Hopeful. (5:10-11)

II. Be Humble. (5:5-7)
A. Submit to God and everyone.
1. Peter continues the practice of submission as before.

a) To Governments authorities. (2:13-17)

b) Slaves to their masters. (2:18-25)

c) Wives to husbands (3:1-7)

2. There are generational gaps that can create strife.

3. Solution to most problems is two-fold.

a) All ages should submit to each other

b) All should submit to God.

4. Cannot be submissive to each other if we are not submissive to God.

B. God resists the proud because God hates the sin of pride. (Prov6;16-17,8:13)

1. Pride turned Lucifer into Satan (Isa.14:12-15).

2. Pride of this life is evidence of worldliness. (1 John. 2:16)

C. Pride prevents us from casting our cares to God. (7)
III. Be Watchful. (5:8-9)

A. Respect Him because he is dangerous. (2 Cor. 11:3)

1. Satan is a dangerous enemy.

2. He is a serpent who can bite us when we lest expect it.

3. He is a destroyer and accuser. (Rev.12:9-11)

4. he has great power and intelligences

5. Has a host of demons who assist him in attacks against God’s people. (Eph.6:10ff)

6. Major part of our soberness includes not blaming everything on the devil.

B. Recognize him because he is a great pretender. (2 Cor.11;13-15; John 8:44)

1. Because of his craftiness we must be vigilant.

2. Wherever God plants a true Christian, Satan seeks to plant a counterfeit. (Matt.13:24-30, 36-43)

C. Resist him.

1. Take our stand on the Word of God and refuse to be moved.

a) Just as David stood against Goliath.

2. Never discuss things with Satan or his associates.

a) Eve made this mistake and we know the sad consequences.

b) Never get the idea that you are the only one going through these battles.

3. Submission to God helps us to resist the devil.

a) The devil will flee when you resist.

D. Before you can stand before Satan, we must bow before God.

IV. Be hopeful. (5:10-11)

A. WE have God’s grace.

1. Our salvation is because of His grace. (1 Peter 1:10)

2. His grace is manifold and meets every situation of life. (4:10; heb.4:16; ref Rom.5;2)

B. WE know we are going to glory.

1. He has called us to his eternal glory.

C. Our present suffering is only for a while.

1. The only last for a season. (1 Peter 1:6; 2 Cor.4:17)

D. WE know that our trials are building Christian character.

1. “Make you perfect” means to equip, adjust, fit together.

2. Establish “to fix firmly, to set fast” (1 These. 3:13)

3. Strengthen means just that.

4. Settle is to “lay a foundation.” (Heb.1:10)
